It’s goal
was to have living Alabama composers set to music the works of living Alabama writers. |
selected my friend and fellow Tuscalossan, Alan May, for my collaboration. Drowned was
premiered on April 16, 2002 at Wright Recital Hall on the campus of Samford University in
Birmingham, Alabama. Dewin Tibbs was the singer, and Chris Griffin played piano. Before the
premiere, the poet spoke about the creative process while writing the poem. The text "Drowned"
first appeared in a literary journal called Yemassee and was published in a chapbook called Light
Coming through the Shape of the Moon by the Wing and the Wheel Press.
