Song (These Prairies Glow with Flowers) was composed in June of 1994 for the Long
Island Composers Alliance’s Bicentennial Composition Competition and Concert in honor of the
200th anniversary of the birth of the great American poet, William Cullen Bryant. It was
premiered by Barbara Mathis (soprano), Kim Ellis (clarinet) and Melanie Foster-Taylor (piano)
on September 9, 1994 at Lamar University’s fall faculty recital. The composer had just started
teaching at Lamar University when Dr. Mathis asked if he had composed a song for her voice
range because she wanted to use the performance as a way to introduce the composer to the
students. The performance was well received and Dr. Mathis asked the composer to write an
additional song for a later performance. The second song, November, was premiered on Lamar
University’s LAMARISSIMO Concert Series on William Cullen Bryant’s 200th birthday,
November 3, 1994.
